Jamie invited nominations from the “floor.” There were no new nominations

**Lori Johnson clarified who makes up the Board - explaining that Officers/Chairs of standing committees  plus the JB makes up the Board. **

Motion was made by Lynn Farmer to accept the slate of officers listed.  Marcia Tobin gave the second.  The slate was accepted with an unanimous vote.

The delegations and travelers were recognized along with the countries where they were headed.  Delegates were planning to attend Villages in Brazil and Italy, Interchange in Denmark, Step Ups in Germany and France. JC’s were scheduled to attend programs in Honduras **(?), Cincinnati, and a Fortnight in D.C. Currently, all have been cancelled with the exception of Seminar Camp which is still scheduled to take place in December.

Ideas for upcoming Events were discussed with the hope that members and potential travelers and families could stay connected and excited about CISV. Suggestions such as Virtual Scavenger hunts and recreating famous paintings were made. Other ideas included Pint Nights and meeting at restaurants such as Blaze that double as fundraisers and fun get-togethers. 

Jamie Chapman described her attendance along with Justin Willocks at the Chapter Development conference in Philadelphia *(?) where they gained ideas to try with our Chapter. She noted her gratitude that they were able to go and return before the shutdown.

Fun Days were discussed with the hope that they can occur in late summer, fall and early winter. No dates have been set due to pandemic.

Gala:  Ana Goncalves has graciously agreed to be the Gala Chair for another year and would like for someone to step forward to take this fun and profitable event going forward. She notes that the organization for this event would be easy to follow and the work for it typically begins at the end of July, beginning of August. Ana reports that the event has been scheduled for October 25th this year but final plans will have to be confirmed as the pandemic evolves. It is again scheduled to be at Club LeConte and will include wine, heavy hors d’oeuvres, live music, silent and live auction.

**Youth Meeting 2021 will need Program Hosts.

Treasury Report was presented by Ed Lay with a Quarterly Summary of around $20,000 in our Home Federal account as of March 31st.  This figure was compared to last year’s $47,000 but in 2019, a Village was being hosted thus a much larger amount of money was needed. Ed noted that about $27,000 went to our Chapter Village.  He noted that there are some items in transit at the time of the report such as the refund from Foothills Camp (of $1000). 

Lynn Farmer noted that anything we can offer financially to National/International would be helpful this year.  She added that we were fortunate that the program we were scheduled to host this summer was a much less expensive one and the major cost we had incurred so far had been refunded.

Jamie and Julie reported on the President’s (USA) call they attended. They noted that little has happened with International due to being furloughed (strictly) for 2 months. There is a possibility that age restrictions will be relaxed (allowing 13 year olds to attend Village, for example). Jamie will pass along updates when she hears them.

Sierra Turner was introduced at the meeting.  She was going to lead a Village delegation this summer and has agreed to be a JB advisor (yay!)  She is new to CISV but not new to working with youth. We are seeking a co-advisor, preferably one with a CISV experience. 

Other suggestions for staying connected and keeping the CISV fires burning…  Lynn suggested that JB could reach out to their contacts in other countries to interview them or have a Zoom meeting. Rita added that many college students are currently home and might ignite and continue the interest in traveling.
