This Discussion Guide is a tool that can help 
every small group host on Alpha Youth. Each 
chapter corresponds to a session and highlights 
the important points, helps you remember the 
key Bible verses, provides you with loads of 
intriguing discussion questions to keep things 
lively and includes a “Keep In Mind” section 
to remind you of the best practice during 
each session. Use it to get an idea of where 
the session is going and what’s been covered. 
It’s designed to help you, not limit you. Think 
of it as a springboard to help you take the 
conversation further than you could without it.

Questions and Supporting Questions
Each session of the series is designed to be 
paused a few times for group discussion, 
which is prompted by street interviews and 
on-screen questions. We’ve highlighted these 
questions in the discussion guide, so you 
know what’s coming and where you are in 
the session. In addition to the questions on 
screen, we have included several supporting 
questions to help you keep the chat alive, 
so you don’t have to worry about the 
conversation drying up too quickly. Don’t feel 
limited to these. You can be creative and 
throw some other questions into the mix.

One of the translations we’ve used in the 
series is the New international Reader’s 
Version (NIrV). The NIrV is a simplified version 
of the New International Version (NIV) of the 
Bible. It is designed to be easier to understand 
and read, particularly for young people and 
those who are new to reading the Bible.

Tips and Guidelines for 
Hosting Discussions
Alpha Youth is a journey. The more time you 

spend together as a group, the more your 
guests will feel free to open up and share 
their opinions.

Discussion in small groups is the most 
important part of every Alpha Youth session. 
Hosting a discussion on Alpha Youth is 
not about re-teaching any of the content 
from the session – the goal is to create 
a safe place where everyone can share 
their thoughts and feelings openly and 
honestly, and ask questions. Remember, the 
Discussion Guide is just a guide. Use these 
questions to initiate conversation and bring 
it back on track when needed.

Be sure to watch the training videos on our 
Alpha Youth Training Suite. These include 
how to host a small group and how to pray 
with your guests, as well as weekly briefings 
to help you be the best possible host.

Tips for Hosts
● Remember names
● Pray
● Be committed
● Show up early to welcome guests
● Stay long enough to chat with guests

afterwards
● Keep the conversation alive and balanced
● Be encouraging
● End on time
● Make time to have a quick debrief with

your Alpha Youth team to celebrate wins,
chat about challenges and share prayer
requests.

Guidelines for the Group
Mention these things to your group at the 
start of the course, and perhaps again as a 
reminder during the course.

● You don’t have to talk if you don’t want to
● You can ask or say just about anything (as

long as you aren’t putting other people
down or preventing others from talking)

● Respect each other by listening and
allowing different opinions

● Keep things confidential when you leave the
group (unless there is a safeguarding risk).

A small gesture of recognition and a friendly face
can go a long way.

• For a lot of young people, this is the first time they
are hearing a lot of Christian words and phrases.
Check regularly with your guests if there are any
words or phrases they don’t understand.

• We have created playlists that you can use for your

session. Some are for the start as people arrive, 
and others are to have in the background during 
conversations.

• When you launch Alpha Youth, don’t forget to use
the hashtag #AlphaYouth on social media so we can
repost and share with other youth around the world.

• Welcome to the Conversation is a launch party –
a lot of young people have invited their friends,
and we want to do everything to create a fun and
welcoming environment.
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Jesus Is...?
This session explores who Jesus was and 
is – through history, his teachings, and 
his goodness. There’s evidence to suggest 
Jesus was more than a great religious 
teacher. His life, death and resurrection is 
the centerpiece of the Christian faith. The 
resurrection not only suggests that God 
exists, but also that God has revealed 
himself through Jesus. We will explore:

• What we know about Jesus
from history

• The goodness of Jesus
• Jesus’ teaching
• Jesus is God
• Jesus’ death and resurrection

Keep in Mind
• At the end of the episode, there’s an

opportunity for anyone who might want to
start a relationship with God to repeat a prayer.
Some might be open, others might be hesitant,
and a few might not want to engage. Encourage
hosts to be aware of this moment and open to
the conversation. There should be no pressure
on anyone to respond if they don’t want to.

There is no discussion break after this vox pop.  
We suggest returning to the question after the episode.

The Holy Spirit was present 
at the creation of the universe. When 
God created humankind, made in his 
image, it was the Spirit of God that 
breathed life into them.

• What could the Holy Spirit do in

my life?

• Have hosts on hand to pray with people but
also to hang out with those who do not wish to
pray. It’s important that the young people feel
free not to take part and yet not feel left out.

• Remind the young people that if they weren’t
ready to pray this time, that’s ok; they haven’t
missed out. They can pray, ‘Come Holy Spirit’
anytime, anywhere, not only on Session 7 of
Alpha Youth.

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How Does 
God Help Us 
Overcome Evil?
Here we discuss what evil is, where 
we see it in the world, and what the 
Bible says we can do to face it and 
overcome it. We will explore:

• What really is evil?
• What tactics does the devil use?
• What do Christians believe?
• How do we arm ourselves against

the forces of evil?
• How do we fight evil in our world?

Discussion Questions
Q1  Who is the most evil movie villain 
of all time and why?

SUPPORTING QUESTIONS

● Why do you think bad things happen?
● If you could solve just one of your

town’s/city’s biggest problems, what
would that be?

Q2  Have you ever been lied to? How 
did it feel?

SUPPORTING QUESTIONS

● Do you think the devil tells a lot of
lies? If so, can you give an example?

● How do you learn not to believe the
devil’s lies?

Q3  What can young people do to 
fight against evil in the world?

SUPPORTING QUESTIONS

● Who is someone you look up to
that is impacting the world in
positive ways?

● How can a group like us make
a positive difference in our
communities?

KEY BIBLE VERSES
So put on all of God’s armor. Evil days will 
come. But you will be able to stand up to 

anything. And after you have done everything 
you can, you will still be standing. So, remain 

strong in the faith. Put the belt of truth around 
your waist. Put the armor of godliness on your 
chest. Wear on your feet what will prepare you 
to tell the good news of peace. Also, pick up 
the shield of faith. With it you can put out all 
the flaming arrows of the evil one. Put on the 

helmet of salvation. And take the sword of  
the Holy Spirit. The sword is God’s word. 

– EPHESIANS 6:13-17, NIRV

Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. Come 
near to God, and he will come near to you.

Keep in Mind
• At the end of the small group discussion, you

could use this as another opportunity to pray. If
you haven’t yet, then today is the day!
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Does God  
Heal Today?
God invites us to play a part in bringing 
healing to others. The Gospels are full 
of stories of how Jesus healed people 
miraculously. In this session, we look 
at what healing is, how healing is 
presented in the Bible and how we play 
our part. We will explore:

• What is healing?
• Healing in the Bible
• How we play our part

Discussion Questions
Q1  What tech would you love to 
see invented?

SUPPORTING QUESTIONS

● What do you think is the worst
invention ever made?

● Other than your phone, laptop, tv or
tablet, what piece of technology do
you use the most?

Q2  Does God heal people today? 
Why or why not?

SUPPORTING QUESTIONS

● Physical healing isn’t the only type
of healing someone can experience.
What are some other ways someone
could be healed?

● Why do you think God doesn’t
always heal someone when we pray?

KEY BIBLE VERSES
“I am the Lord who heals you.” 

– EXODUS 15:26, NIRV

Jesus went through all the towns and  
villages, teaching in their synagogues, 

proclaiming the good news of the kingdom 
and healing every disease and sickness. 

– MATTHEW 9:35, NIV

At sunset, the people brought to Jesus all 
who had various kinds of sickness, and laying 

his hands on each one, he healed them. 
– LUKE 4:40, NIV

The prayer offered by those who  
have faith will make the sick person 

well.

Keep in Mind
• There is an opportunity, at the end of this

session, for guests to receive prayer for
healing, if they would like to. It is important to
make this a priority for the small group time,
and using the discussion questions if you have
time left over.

• “Why are some prayers not answered?” is a
question guests might have in response to this
episode. If and how you respond will depend
on your context, but this could be something
to continue journeying with your guests after
Alpha Youth and along with your leader, pastor
or priest.

This question is used as an introduction. We suggest 
using it as an icebreaker before playing the episode.
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What 
Happens 
Next?
The church is the family of God. It’s 
people, not a building. It’s a movement of 
hope and love. We are all invited to live 
out our faith in community with other 
believers. God works through the church 
to extend love to the whole world. 
The final session in the series looks at 
Church, community and what’s next after 
Alpha Youth. This isn’t the end; Alpha 
Youth is just the start. We will explore:

• Church as community and family
• What does church look like?
• Why should I tell others?
• How do I tell others?

As
Alpha Youth comes to an end, encourage and
empower your guests and pray that this will be
the start of an exciting adventure with God.
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
