• SUNY students, faculty, and staff accessed nearly 2 

million items (1.9 M downloads) 

from NOVELny resources during the 2022-2023 

academic year.

• In AY 2022-2023, SUNY comprised more than half 

(56%) of the statewide NOVELny usage of Gale 

databases for all college and university academic 

libraries (including SUNY, CUNY, and private 

colleges and universities.) During the same period, 

SUNY’s usage of Britannica totaled 30% of 

statewide NOVELny usage for college and 

university academic libraries.
