CONSTRUCTION NOTES
1. Floor System
Lower level: slab on grade

2. Roof System

Wood trusses, tile loading, fully vented soffits.

3.  Stucco wall finish, stucco soffits, stucco porch and ceilings  
NOTES & ALLOWANCES
(Labor and Materials unless otherwise noted)

  1.  Include all permits, impact fees, utility fees, etc.

  2.  Foundation survey and final survey by Builder.

  3.  Builder Risk insurance for the course of construction.

  4.  Land clearing as necessary, remove all pine trees.

  5.  Foundation based on a 4 course stem-wall. 

  6.  Septic based on 2 tanks and drainfields, locations to be determined by local jurisdiction.

  7.  Include compaction test on imported fill for slab.

  8.  Lumber grades are to be: Lower level exterior load bearing: 2x6 #2 SYP or #2 SPF 

Lower level interior load bearing: 2x6 #2 SYP or #2 SPF

Lower level inter non load brg: 2x6 stud grade or better

  9. Air conditioning:  Carrier comfort Zone System, provide oversize condensate drains.

10. Roofing: Lifetile concrete tile.

11. Windows: Anderson aluminum clad.

12. Skylights: Velux, insulated and tinted, raised curb.
