Eye of Horus 

The Udjat eye represents the eye of the god Horus. He was a solar god and was represented by a 
falcon or a falcon headed god. 

Horus, the son of Isis and of Osiris, was a god whose attributes appealed strongly to the 
Egyptians from one end of Egypt to the other.

All this is more interesting than important. The 
symbolical meaning of the pillars is the vital 
matter to Freemasons. In the eyes of critical 
scholarship, the ancient meaning was of the might 
and majesty of Deity. From the dawn of religion 
the pillar, monolith or built up, has played an 
important part of the worship of the Unseen. 
From the huge boulders of Stonehenge, among 
which the Druids are supposed to have performed 
their rites, through East Indian temples, to the 
religion of ancient Egypt, scholars trace the use of 
pillars as an essential part of the religious 
worship; indeed, in Egypt the obelisk stood for 
the very presence of the Sun God himself.
