Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC): U.S. Syphilis Cases in
Newborns Continue to Increase: A 10-Times Increase Over a Decade

In its latest press release on congenital syphilis, CDC stated the following:

“CDC is recommending concerted action to stop the increase of newborn syphilis cases and
continues to sound the alarm about the consequences of a rapidly accelerating epidemic of
sexually transmitted infections in the United States. Syphilis during pregnancy can cause
tragic outcomes, like miscarriage, stillbirth, infant death, and lifelong medical issues. Newborn
syphilis occurs when mothers do not receive timely testing and treatment during pregnancy.”
