Registration Opening 
WTD Merit Badge Day - The Wolftrap District Merit Badge Day will be held on March 8 at Fairfax Presbyterian Church. The registration link will open at District Roundtable and will be sent out via email - remaining open until the day before the event. There is a limit on how many scouts can take each merit badge, so register early. Scouts will be required to bring their pre-work, so they have time well in advance of the March date.  
Merit badges offered include: Citizenship in Community, Cit in World, Cit in Nation, Emergency Preparedness, Personal Management, Engineering, Family Life, American Heritage, Chess, Collections, Genealogy, Geology, Public Speaking, and First Aid.

The parent goes online to my.scouting.org, follows the processes for renewal, but instead of paying with a credit card, they creates fee summary and submits it, with the financial support approval, to the District Executive. The NCAC registrar will complete the processing. Note, we have heard that the financial aid approvals are only good for 60 days. If your family didn't renew before the 60 day mark, they will have to reapply.

Council Update and General Announcements
· District Changes in my.scouting.org – still being worked
· Unit Balances – Report in Basecamp.  Unit can request check from NCAC for their balance. Need your CC or COR to send an email to Liz with specific wording, “I am the Committee Chair for Pack XXX.  Please mail a check for $XXX to (address).  Please make the payment line to (insert name the bank knows your unit as – e.g., “Pack 1132”).”  Complete the email with their name, position and unit in signature line.
· Camp Card Program - The New 2025 Scout Camp Card is designed to help the youth/unit fund their 2025 program year. This is a Risk-Free Unit Sales project where all Scouts can earn their way to camp, Philmont, other activities or simply support unit program and supply needs.  
Each Scout Camp Card will sell for only $10.00 to the public. With this purchase, the donor receives:
• two “tear off” coupons valued at $25,
• one-year access to over 500,000 special offers in over 10,000 cities, and
• the gratification of knowing they made a Scout’s journey possible.
The participating unit can select from two different Commission Structures.
• Get 70% commission if Units prepay in 100-card increments.
• Get 50% commission if Units do consignment.  Return all unsold cards!
· Scouts Turning 18 – 
· Youth turning 18, that want to continue with scouting, need to fill out a paper Adult Application, Background Check form and YPT Certificate.  The forms should be turned in to the District Executive no later than the person’s birthday.  Be sure to indicate the scout’s BSA ID on the paper form and they should use that BSA ID for their my.scouting.org account.  This will maintain the Scouts BSA ID into their adult position.  
· If the scout’s account is not due to expire that month, then they can convert to an Adult Scouter without paying the $65 fee until their registration is due for renewal. 
· The scout can participate in Troop activities while the form is being processed (up to 30 days).  
· Note, if the scout has an authorized extension to complete their Eagle rank, they MUST register as a Unit Participant.  Any other adult position will lock their youth record and prevent adding additional information.

· Click “Start Renewal” on any registrations that are listed. If not all positions are listed, move the "filter" to "off." "Multiple" positions will processed after payment is made and renewal date passes.
If a parent doesn’t have their youth listed in their my.scouting.org account, please send ncac.acc.team@ncacbsa.org the unit number, youth's name/BSAID, parent’s name, email address and BSA ID (if they have one). I will send them info on how to join the youth to their account and/or work with Council to fix this.

· Merit Badges
· The online Merit Badge Counselor registration.
· New Merit Badge Counselors must complete online merit badge counselor training, in addition to YPT. Be sure the counselor uses his/her legal name – no nicknames.
· Merit Badge Counselors, or the unit Dean/Leader, also need to scan and send Margee the Merit Badge application form listing the badges the counselor is applying to teach and providing a justification of his/her qualifications.
· Youth Protection Training is the essential first step.  Don’t hit “send” on the application without it!

· Did you know:
· The National Council does not limit the number of Merit Badges a youth may earn from one counselor, though a unit leader is permitted to do so, as long as the same limit applies to all Scouts in the unit. Ideally, Scouts should work with a variety of adults. (GTA 7.0.0.3)
· Partial Merit Badges have no expiration except for the Scout’s 18th birthday. (GTA 7.0.3.3)
· Due to the BSA policies related to Youth Protection and two-deep leadership, a merit badge counselor must have another adult present during all merit badge counseling sessions. However, the parent or legal guardian of the Scout may serve as the second adult. This parent or legal guardian does not have to be a registered leader.
· If the requirements for a merit badge differ between the merit badge pamphlet and the current edition of Scouts BSA Requirements, the requirements in the Scouts BSA Requirements book supersede all others.
