There were no mounts with
me except the one | was riding on. By night | went out through the Valley
Gate toward the Dragon well and the Dung Gate, TO INSPECT all the
broken-down walls of Jerusalem, and all the city gates which had been
destroyed by fire.” Nehemiah 2:12-13

“Then | moved on to the Fountain Gate and the King's Pool, but there was
so much rubble there wasn’t enough room for my donkey to get through; so
I went up the valley by night, EXAMINING the wall.
