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2023 ASHRAEWINTER CONFERENCE TRAVEL GRANT

February 4-February 8, 2023, Atlanta GA

The Orange Empire Chapter would like to invite Chapter students to apply for grants to be applied to
expenses to attend the 2023 American Society of Heating, Refrigerating, and Air-Conditioning Engineers
(ASHRAE) Winter Conference in Atlanta GA. This winter it will be a hybrid conference with persons
attending either in person or virtually over the Internet. Two types of grants will be awarded: travel grants
that will cover admission fees, transportation, food and lodging for up to $1500 per person; and virtual
attendance grants that will cover the cost of student admission to the conference sessions ($25). Up to
four winners will be selected for the travel grant to the conference.

Every year in January or February, the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating, and Air-Conditioning
Engineers (ASHRAE) hosts a Winter Conference and AHR Expo. The conference is attended by over
3,000 industry professionals. Attendees can discuss the latest topics in the building industry; participate
in technical tours; attend ASHRAE Learning Institute courses; earn professional credits; and obtain
ASHRAE certifications.

Applicants for travel grants are required to DUE December 14, 2022:
» Be an ASHRAE student member enrolled in a college or university within the geographicalarea
covered by the Orange Empire Chapter
» Attend at least 5 sessions/events and the student program at the conference.
»  Write an article for the Orange Empire Newsletter on the conference experience. 2 page to1
page in length.

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Applicants for virtual attendance grants are required to DUE January 24, 2023 :

» Be an ASHRAE Student member enrolled in a college or university within the geographical area
covered by the Orange Empire Chapter.

» Attend at least 2 sessions at the conference.

» Apply for the grant prior to registering on line for the conference. A confirmation of the grantwill
then be sent to the student.

» After attendance submit a receipt or acknowledgement of payment for conference registration
and a list of the sessions attended.

« Students may submit their grant request for virtual attendance by email with their ASHRAE
membership number to cinthya.carrillo@haskell.com. No specific application form is
required. Those who do not apply for their grant prior to the deadline may still be reimbursed for
virtual attendance if there are grants left over after the normal application process.
