3. Resolutions that are passed at the Congressional District Convention will then be forwarded to the 2022 
State Convention where they are voted on. 
4. Resolutions that are passed at the 2022 State Convention are incorporated into the Standing Platform of the 
Republican Party of Minnesota. 
You may wish to review the Standing Platform of the Republican Party of Minnesota before writing your proposed Resolution.  You may submit a resolution that is already covered in the Platform, or to change some of the words in the current Standing Platform, or to add something new.  The Convention committees will handle all those appropriately.  
A maximum-5-minute discussion, pro and con alternately, will commence.  A vote will take place and if passed, this Resolution will be forwarded to the BPOU Convention.  Give your resolution to the Secretary after voting.

The Minnesota Republican Party will demonstrate its support for banning discrimination on the basis of gender/sex by advocating for removal of the deadline for ratification of the Equal Rights Amendment (ERA) and/or for passage of legislation to put an Equal Rights Amendment in the Minnesota State Constitution.

Supportive Points:
The urgent need for an Equal Rights Amendment to the U.S. and MN Constitutions has been openly demonstrated over the last two years; especially during the Covid-19 pandemic. The disparities in pay on the basis of gender/sex, lack of equal protections on the basis of gender/sex, and upholding in law practices of discrimination on the basis of gender/sex are clear and plain. Equal Rights Amendments in the U.S. and Minnesota State Constitutions will prohibit discrimination in wages, discrimination in workplace accommodation for pregnant women, gender-based discrimination in prisons and discrimination in equal protection from sexual and domestic violence, sex-trafficking and sexual slavery. We need to eliminate all forms of discrimination against women and discrimination on the basis of gender/sex.
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
